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1. What do the following words and phrases mean: arrogance, vantage point, successful, humility.

2. The sermon text warns us about the heart of the king “being lifted up above his brothers.” What does it mean to have a “lifted up heart”? Why is it a bad thing to have a “lifted up heart”?

3. Who are some characters (from movies, books, history, or the bible) that are arrogant?

4. According to Pastor Steven, what kind of arrogance are youth especially tempted towards? Has this ever been a problem in your life? 

5. What does it mean to be teachable? How is teachability related to arrogance and humility?

6. What makes it hard for you to be teachable? How can your parents and siblings encourage you to be teachable?

7. What can we learn from the fact that even the king of Israel had to get his copy of God’s law approved by the priests?

8. Near the end of the sermon, Pastor Steven gave an illustration about two sports commentators standing next to a very tall baseball player. What was the point of this illustration?

9. Pastor Steven pointed out that this passage ends by reminding us of the 5th commandment. What should we learn from this?
