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1. In this week’s sermon text, the blind man, in the process of being healed, realizes that he is not seeing clearly. Talk about an experience where you realized that you were not seeing clearly (literally or figuratively).




2. Why does Jesus deliberately heal the blind man in this way (i.e. in two stages of healing, where the first stage only brings him to partial sight)?




3. In the first point of the sermon, Pastor Steven reminded us that coming to faith in Christ is like a blind man being given sight; it is a supernatural gift. Talk about an experience of God’s grace opening your eyes to Christ and/or spiritual truth.





4. In the second point of the sermon, Pastor Steven drew a parallel between Peter and the blind man. How was Peter like the partially-healed blind man in this text? 





5. In the second point of the sermon, Pastor Steven argued that the partial sight of the blind man not only illustrated Peter’s spiritual blind spots, but our own. Where have you been like the partially-seeing blind man and like sophomoric Peter? 






6. In the third point of the sermon, Pastor Steven 1) pointed out how Christ led the blind man in unexpected, counter-intuitive, and unexplained ways (e.g. leading him out of the village, spitting on his eyes, healing him partially) 2) argued that Christ heals and strengthens our spiritual sight as we follow Him. Talk about some of the unexpected, counter-intuitive, or unexplained ways that the Lord has led (or currently is leading) you, and how those experiences have affected your spiritual sight.







7. The sermon text ends with the following statement from Jesus, “Truly, I say to you, there are some standing here who will not taste death until they see the kingdom of God after it has come with power.” What do you think this is referring to? What significance might it have for one’s position on eschatology?
