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1. The imagery of salt is central to our sermon text. Talk about your favorite salty food, least favorite salty food, and the most unusual salty food you’ve eaten.




2. What was “Gehenna” in first century Judaism, and how does it symbolize hell? (If you need reminders, see 2 Chronicles 28:3; 33:6; Jeremiah 7:31; 32:35, 2 Kings 23:10, Isaiah 66:24, Mark 9:42-50).




3. In the first point of the sermon, Pastor Steven talked about “being sacrificed to Hell.” What did he mean by this unusual usage of the term “sacrificed” and what is the process by which this happens?




4. Imagine that you are having a conversation with a curious unbeliever. He/she says, “How can you believe in a God who sends people to hell? It seems so cruel, so unloving, so harsh!” What do you say?




5. In Israel’s sacrificial system, what was the ascension offering (aka “burnt offering” or “whole burnt offering”) and what did it symbolize? What was the significance of salt and cutting meat? How does this OT background help us to understand the sermon text and its application to our lives? (If you need some reminders, see Leviticus 1, Lev 2:12-13, Lev 8:22-24, Psalm 51:17, Heb 4:12-13, Rom 12:1-2, Rom 15:16)




6. Compare and contrast being sacrificed to hell versus being sacrificed to the Lord.





7. In the sermon, Pastor Steven exhorted us to a life of sacrificially offering ourselves to the Lord. Talk about a person you admire who has exemplified this kind of life (example could be from history, from literature, or your personal experience).




8. What has the Lord called you to cut out of your life or drastically rearrange? How can this group encourage, help, or pray for you in this?
