1. Inthe sermon, Pastor Gutierrez talked about experiencing culture shock when doing missions in Peru.
Talk about a time when you experienced culture shock.

2. Look again at verses 36-39. What can we learn about baptism from these verses?

3. Look again at verses 30-31. What do these verses teach us about how to read the Bible well?

4. Asagroup, compare the sermon passage with 1 Kings 10:1-13. How do these passages mutually
illuminate each other?

5. Asagroup, compare verse 27 with Deuteronomy 23:1 and Isaiah 56:3-7. Talk about what it would have
been like to be a God-fearing eunuch under the Mosaic covenant, and what this man have thought and
felt about being baptized into Christ.



6. Whatis the theological significance of Pentecost Sunday, and how does this sermon passage illustrate
it?

7. Inthe sermon, Pastor Gutierrez talked about how strange it is that God has chosen to use us in the all-
important work of evangelism and missions. Why has God chosen to do things this way?

8. Inthe sermon, Pastor Gutierrez talked about “man-centered evangelism.” What did he mean by this
term? What alternative did he present?

9. Inthe sermon, Pastor Gutierrez talked about the tendency to freeze up in evangelism. Where have you
experienced this? Talk about what you are thinking and feeling in those moments.

10. How can this sermon and this Bible passage help us (both individually and corporately) in the work of
evangelism and missions?
